St. Peter Claver Primary School (SPC) is located in an 
inner-city community of Kingston, Jamaica.  It has 
approximately 950 students between the ages of 6 and 
11.  It is the mission of the school to “provide quality 
education by nurturing and motivating individuals 
spiritually, intellectually, culturally and socially so as to 
develop healthy self-worth and identity, and to prepare 
students for secondary education and the wider 
society.”  

Extra-curricular programmes at SPC, including music, 
clubs and team sports, attract children to attend school 
regularly, and build the social and personal skills 
necessary to achieve academically.  Jamaican 
Self-Help supports these activities, as well as literacy 
and numeracy classes, parenting support and 
professional development of teaching staff at the 
school.

“The challenges faced by the school are similar to 
those in other inner-city communities...  Poverty leads 
to crime and violence in the community, and a variety 
of barriers for children to attend school and achieve 
academic success.  We have seen great improvement 
over the years with the help of JSH…and it is hoped 
that with the continuation of these programmes, we will 
continue to yield success.”
